While eating in a local restaurant, a 
County School official came and thanked 

me for the support and outreach of a 
congregation to school officials, teachers 

and students.  A sign of Godôs presence 
in a secular setting and a sign of Godôs 
love for our youth and those who work 
with them.  

A visitor from the Roanoke District shared 

how very precious the ministry was that 

she observed through the youth and 

young adult counselors and staff of our 

OOTB summer camp program.  She said 

she saw God working in numerous and 

grace - filled ways through their leadership 

and through the experiences offered to the 

young campers.  

While visiting the All Godôs Children Camp 

at OOTB, I saw several of our pastors and lay people serving as mentors for the campers who are children of incarcerated parents.  I learned there that educational experts have said that this is the only program in Virginia that is showing any success in breaking the chain of erratic and violent behavior that is imbedded in the children of incarcerated parents at a young age.  The mentors were a sign of Godôs sanctifying grace that can make 

everyone a new creation in Christ.

Shoreôs UMC Preparing for Disaster Response  
A Disaster is not something that people want to consider as a possibility in their lives. 

But as I write this, there are 3 named tropical storms stretched across the Atlantic 

Ocean. Are you prepared to deal with something like a hurricane? Here on the East-

ern Shore District, we have a group of volunteers who have agreed to help us all pre-

pare for a disaster if one would happen within our community.  

   The Eastern Shore District Disaster Response Team (DDRT) was started several 

years ago after the Virginia Conference decided to become more active in organizing 

the Churchôs response to disasters. The Conference developed a Disaster Response 

Plan, has invested in equipment and provides training for volunteers throughout the 

Commonwealth. While we here in Virginia tend to focus mainly on hurricanes, we 

know from recent experiences that hurricanes are not the only disasters possible for 

us. Weôve had to deal with heat-waves, ice and snow storms, norôeasters, tidal flood-

ing, flooding rains, tornadoes, and even a very tragic mass -shooting here in the 

Commonwealth. It is the purpose of your DDRT to assist local churches to prepare to 

deal with those kinds of situations.  Every congregation within the Conference is to 

have a Local Church Disaster Coordinator. That person (or persons) is charged with 

assisting the pastor and congregation in several ways before and after a disaster. In 

addition to serving on the Church (continued on page 5)

A ñNew Thingò, God is Calling Us To Respond 
On April 6, 2008, the members of the Guilford Charge gathered with the members of 

Bloxom UMC to celebrate 111 years of ministry in the small community of Bloxom.  

Their history was read, stories of the past were shared, praises were sung and the sac-

rament of Holy Communion was shared.  The service, held at the request of the re-

maining members, was not just about an end to a era of ministry, it was also a time of 

commitment and anticipation to the new thing that God will do next in the life of this 

community and this church.  One of the things that has been central to the ministries 

of Bloxom UMC has been feeding the community and fellowship meals of radical hospi-

tality.  The foodbank mission of the Bloxom UMC would continue as the District Board 

of Mission discerned the next era of ministry in this place.  

   On July 27 th  at 7:00 pm, 60 some laity and clergy gathered for a prayer service to 

discern the new ministry God has planned for Bloxom UMC.  Just before the service 

began, a torrential thunderstorm hit many part of the shore.  Many people drove 

through this storm to arrive in a sunny Bloxom community.  Before the service began, 

there was a rainbow in the sky reminding us of Godôs promises and Godôs presence.  As 

we began to pray for those who would be leading the service, a man stuck his head in 

the fellowship hall to have a look around.  I introduced myself to him and he intro-

duced himself as the new neighbor to the church.  We explained why we were gathered 

and we invited him to join us.  He said, ñI have never lived next to a holy sanctuary 

before.  I hope you will keep it going.ò  People from up and down the shore gathered in 

the sanctuary for prayer.  We then moved into the fellowship hall, the original church 

building and listened to Bloxomôs history and Elishaôs plea of Elijah to inherit a double 

portion of the prophetôs spirit in 2 Kings 2:9-15.  We prayed and heard the words of 

Habakkuk 2:1 -3 ñto write the vision down.ò  Then we wrote on sticky notes the an-

swers to our prayers and the vision God revealed to us about Bloxom UMC.  In silence 

we moved outside into the community where a youth on a bike greeted us and stood 

with us in silence.  We heard the good Samaritan story from Luke 10 and were asked, 

ñWho is our neighbor?  How is God calling us to meet the needs of our neighbors here 

in Bloxom?ò  Again we prayed and wrote down the vision God gave to us on sticky 

notes.  We returned into the sanctuary and heard the words of Paul, ñif anyone is in 

Christ, there is a new creationò (2 Cor. 5:17). Together, we prayed and then offered 

our prayers, our discernment, our visions to God.  We closed our service with the sac-

rament of Holy Communion.  It was a holy night and God showed up in baptismal 

rains, a rainbow, a community of faith, a stranger asking for the church services to 

continue, a youth on a bicycle, the silence, the music, and in bread and cup.  To read

I canôt 

wait to see what God will do next.  

   So now what?  We will have a monthly prayer service from 6 -7 pm beginning Mon-

day, October 20 at Bloxom United Methodist Church.  We will gather for prayer in the 

sanctuary and enjoy a soup and sandwich meal in the fellowship hall afterwards.  Mr. 

Greg Duncan will lead us in this prayer service.  The District will be sponsoring an Ad-

vent Experience.  Advent is the beginning of the church, a good time to begin some-

thing new at Bloxom United Methodist Church.  These experiences of Advent will be 

different and creative.  Prepare to experience the coming of Christ in new ways!

Administrative Council, they are asked to work with the trustees to ensure the insurance for church and parsonage 

covers flooding if in a flood plane, to make sure the church archives are properly protected from water damage and 

fire. I feel the most important responsibility of the Local Church Coordinator is to develop and implement an effective 

communication channel with entire church family such as a prayer chain, calling tree or shepherding program to 

send and  receive information. This communications plan should also pre - identify church members who will need as-

sistance in the event of a disaster.  

   This is not a task for a single person. Preparedness requires the involvement of the entire congregation on some 

level. While I will always encourage folks to volunteer their time and muscle -power in some meaningful way when 

called upon, the most important contributions that all of us can participate in disaster response are prayer and IN-

FORMATION. We always need God, and we need to be able to find out who needs help and what kind is needed.  

   Our DDRT has a couple of resources at our disposal for responding to disasters of any magnitude. The Virginia 

Conference has stationed a fully -stocked Response Trailer here on the shore and we have been working on outfitting 

a second, District -owned trailer. We encourage anyone who would like to assist us financially to complete our trailer 

to give; if anyone has a desire to help us get our equipment into the trailer to contact our Equipment Coordinator, 

Don Walters. The Conference trailer is also available for mission teams to take and use for their work wherever it is 

needed. Also within this District, we have the additional blessing of a 55 - foot box trailer for us to outfit for our use.  

   For a first -use of that box trailer, weôd like to establish a local repository of Flood Buckets and Health Kits. We are 

all familiar with the Kits - for -Conference; as a DDRT, weôd like for each church to, at a minimum, donate (1) Flood 

Bucket and (10) Health Kits to be stored in that trailer. While we would not withhold these kits if they were needed 

elsewhere, weôd like to have some on hand for our initial response to a local situation. The details of the kits are the 

same as for this last Conference drive; please see the enclosed flyer.

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2008 Flood Bucket Drive on the Eastern Shore  

The Eastern Shore District Disaster Response Team (DDRT) needs your help.  To date 

the Shore has responded to disaster across the country with much love and caring.  Now its 

time to prepare for our home.  Our desire is to collect a flood bucket or value of a flood 

bucket from each United Methodist Church in the District.  We have a storage facility where 

the buckets will be stored and readily available when disaster strikes.  This will be a yearly 

drive.  The value of a flood bucket is $45.  You can donate cash and the committee will build 

your bucket or you can assemble a bucket and deliver it assembled to the District Office.   

 

 

A flood bucket consists of the following items: (Value: $45 to assemble 

Note: if the requested item size is not available, go down to the next available size. If nothing is available in the requested or smaller 

size, put masking tape on the outside of the bucket saying, "This bucket contains no _________"  

5-gallon bucket with re-sealable lid  

Bleach (two 1-quart or one 82 oz. bottle. Please let us know if bleach is includes since the bucket may need to be shipped in re-

sponse to a national disaster.)  

5 scouring pads  

7 Sponges  

1 scrub brush  

18 cleaning towels (reusable wipes)  

Liquid laundry detergent (two 25 oz. or one 50 oz. bottle)  

1 household cleaner, 12-16 oz. bottle  

Disinfectant dish soap, 16-28 oz. bottle  

50 clothes pins  

Clothes line (two 50 ft. or one 100 ft.)  

5 dust masks  

2 pair latex gloves  

1 pair work gloves  

24-bag roll of heavy-duty trash bags, 33-45 gallon (remove roll from box before placing in bucket)  

1 Insect repellant spray, 6-14 oz. can (If aerosol, cans must have protective caps. See Special Requirements below.)  

1 Air freshener, 8 or 9 oz. can (If aerosol, cans must have protective caps.  

See Special Requirements below.) 
 

Important Kit Assembly Information  

All items included in kits must be NEW items.  

All emergency kits are carefully planned to make them usable in the greatest number of situations. Since strict rules often govern 

product entry into international countries, it is important that kits contain only the requested items-nothing more.  

Do NOT include any personal notes, money or additional materials in the kits. These things must be painstakingly removed and 

will delay the shipment. 

 

Special Requirements  

In case of an emergency in other areas of the state or country, the buckets may be shipped.  By following our instructions, you will 

successfully deliver your kits to those who need them.

NOT ship by US Mail or DHL/Airborne freight.
