
What is Lay Speaking Ministries?  

Lay Speaking Ministries is a program developed to provide training opportunities and 

experiences to equip disciples of Jesus Christ to realize and respond to their personal call 

to ministry. Since each disciple is ‘gifted’ with one or more spiritual gifts (skills given by 

the Holy Spirit for the express purpose of serving the body of believers and thereby 

God), Lay Speaking Ministries strives to help disciples become aware of their particular gift 

or gifts by offering educational events to enhance and develop the skill level necessary for 

the full fruition of these gifts. It is an excellent vehicle for servant ministry skill 

development and has aided thousands of church members to be better servants of Jesus 

Christ, to become stronger church family leaders, and to more capably assist their pastors. 

TO MAINTAIN YOUR STATUS as a local church lay speaker and a certified lay 

speaker, along with other requirements you need to take a LSM course every 

three years. (see ¶267 & ¶268 of The Book of Discipline 2008)  

DIRECTIONS TO FRANKTOWN UMC:  from Rt. 13 turn west at the traffic light in 

Nassawadox on to Rogers Drive and proceed approximately 1 mile to stop sign.  

Turn left on Bayside Road for 1 mile.  Church is on the left.
