It is Sunday evening, January 17
the Shore. Itis raining outside and the news is on reminding me of the devasta-
tion in Haiti. Emails for the past two days have brought good news turned too
quickly to bad news. Hearing that all three General Board of Global Ministry
leaders were found and safe from the rubble of the hotel they had just entered 5
minutes before, we rejoiced. But within hours, the news changed. Rev. Sam
Dixon, head of UMCOR, did not survive while Rev. Clinton Rabb, head of UMVIM,
was seriously injured and flown to a hospital in Florida in critical condition.

James Gulley had been returned with minor injuries to his home. This morning,
another email informing us that Rev. Rabb died from his injuries. We lost 2 ser-

Hospice is dedicated to caring for patients with limited life expectan-
cies and their families. Itis a non - profit organization licensed by the State of
Virginia and certified by Medicare and Medicaid to manage pain, keep our loved
ones comfortable, and to enable the family to care for their loved one at home.
My father and many other loved ones and church members have been cared for
and enabled to pass from this life into the next through the medical and suppor-
tive care of Hospice.

As | mentioned above, Hospice sees itself as an extension of the local church
and its role to care for the dying and their families. To enable their ministry in
our community, Hospice has the Watchman Program which identifies, trains rep-
resentatives in every congregation on the Eastern Shore to act as a liaison be-
tween Hospice and the congregation, conveying needs within the congregation
family to Hospice and needs of Hospice to the congregation.
