“Stop Hunger Now provides food and life-saving aid to the world's most destitute
and hungry in the most efficient, effective and sustainable manner. The foods to be
packaged by volunteers are dehydrated, fortified rice-soy meals containing over 20
vitamins and minerals especially formulated for the undernourished. The meals will
be vacuum-sealed in bags three millimeters thick, allowing them to be stored in Stop
Hunger Now's warehouses for a minimum of three years and for as long as five
years.” (from STOP HUNGER's website).

Changing the world, one dinner at a time

Once a month, at Historic Cokesbury Church in Onancock, a group of local women
meet to share an ethnic meal and to learn about and support programs geared to-
ward helping women and girls in developing countries lift themselves out of poverty.
While not a Methodist specific program by any means, this local chapter of the na-
tional giving circle Dining for Women certainly falls squarely within the Methodist tra-
ditions of helping those less fortunate than ourselves, and food-based fundraising!

The Onancock chapter of Dining for Women was recently recognized as the number
one chapter in the nation in 2009 in terms of overall donations. Founded in 2003,
Dining for Women is a non-profit giving circle dedicated to empowering impoverished
women and girls in developing countries, and raising awareness about their culture
and the obstacles they face. Each month, educational dinner meetings are held all
over the nation, where members are educated about and experience the cuisine of a
particular region of the world. Chapters range in size from a small group meeting at
someone’s home, to 20 or 30 per meeting, like the Onancock chapter. When Chapter
leader Carolyn Mayers, and co-leaders Shannon Gordon and Kitty Croke started the
Onancock chapter in January of 2007, Dining for Women only had about 35 chapters
scattered across the country. In 2009, Dining for Women finished the year with over
135 chapters and over $285,000 in donations to programs in such places as Vietnam,
Kenya, Afghanistan, Rwanda and Guatemala, among many others. The Onancock
chapter alone has raised over $42,000 since its inception, for both Dining for Women
programs, and for several local charities. They also serve as a drop-off for Foodbank
donations each month.

The appeal of this giving circle stems from the fact that the giving is both involved,
since members are educated about each program, and intimate. Intimate, because in
a world where most charitable contributions remain faceless and nameless, donations
to Dining for Women programs are carefully monitored, and the impact of the dona-
tions is reported on in great detail. Often, members will receive photos and stories of
individual lives changed as a result of their being a part of this collective giving
group. It is empowering not only to the women who receive assistance, but also to
the women who give.
